Official NCAA women'’s basketball records began
with the 1981-82 season and are based on infor-
mation submitted to the NCAA statistics service
by institutions participating in the weekly statistics
rankings. Official career records include players
who played at least three seasons (in a four-
season career) or two (in a three-season career) in
Division | during the era of official NCAA statistics.
Assists were added in 1985-86, and three-point
field goals, blocked shots and steals were added
in 1987-88. Scoring, rebounding, assists, blocked
shots and steals are ranked on total number and
on per-game average; shooting, on percentage. In
statistical rankings, the rounding of percentages
and/or averages may indicate ties where none
exists. In these cases, the numerical order of the
rankings is accurate.

The 2021 season was abbreviated for many
teams due to the COVID-19 pandemic. The mini-
mum number of games for record book inclusion
was 13, the minimum required for NCAA champi-
onship consideration.
